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RESUMO

Introdugao: A atuagdo do Cirurgido-dentista no atendimento ao paciente com
HIV/AIDS, é essencial porque os pacientes imunocomprometidos sao mais
suscetiveis a afecgbes oportunistas em cavidade oral. Objetivo: Descrever a
atuagdo do Cirurgido-dentista no atendimento ao paciente com HIV/AIDS.
Metodologia: Trata-se de uma reviséo integrativa, onde foram selecionados artigos
cientificos indexados no DECS e estudos disponibilizados pelo Ministério da Saude,
nos idiomas portugués e inglés, entre os anos de 2016 e 2023, utilizando os
descritores AIDS, Atendimento odontolégico e HIV selecionados no DeCS.
Resultados: Apds analise de 19 estudos foi possivel identificar que os portadores
do virus da imunodeficiéncia humana nao se sentem bem assistidos na odontologia
pois a discriminagao ainda € alta e o nivel de conhecimento dos profissionais sobre
os aspectos clinicos e a forma de transmisséo ) é baixo. Conclusao: A odontologia
€ fundamental para portadores de HIV, visto que as lesdes bucais podem ser os
primeiros sinais da presencga do virus, o profissional ndo deve negar atendimento e
a conduta mais segura € aplicar praticas universais de biosseguranga e considerar
cada paciente como possivel portador da doenca infecciosa.
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ABSTRACT

Introduction: The performance of the dentist in the care of patients with HIV/AIDS is
essential because patients immunocompromised) are more susceptible to
opportunistic infections in the oral cavity. Objective: To describe the performance of
the dentist in the care of patients with HIV/AIDS. Methodology: This is an integrative
review, where scientific articles indexed in DECS and studies made available by the
Ministry of Health, in Portuguese and English, between the years 2016 and 2023,
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using the descriptors AIDS, Atendimento odontolégico and HIV selected in DeCS
were selected. Results: After analyzing 19 studies, it was possible to identify that
people with the human immunodeficiency virus do not feel well assisted in dentistry
because discrimination is still high and the level of knowledge of professionals about
the clinical aspects and the mode of transmission is low Conclusion: Dentistry is
fundamental for people with HIV, since oral lesions can be the first signs of the
presence of the virus, the professional should not deny care and the safest conduct

is to apply universal biosafety practices and consider each patient as a possible
carrier of the disease infectious.
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
